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PREFACE

This vocabulary of the Bonfok Igorot dislect is an expansion of one
of which about thirty mimeographed copies were issued and circulated
by the author of the present work in July, 1904, The former vocab-
ulary, giving the Igorot equivalents of about 1,800 English words,
was compiled between June 12, 1903, when I took up my permanent
residence in Bontok, and the date on which it was issued. Previously,
between December, 1902, and June, 1903, Dr. A. E. Jenks, sfterwards the
head of the Ethnological Survey of the Philippine Islands, had gathered
a list of Igorot words, numbering about 666, exclusive of numerals, clas-
sifiedl according to subjects, and printed in his interesting volume, “The
Bontok Igorot,” issued under the authority of the Insular Government,
and appearing in the autumn of 1904. Of these words about five-sixths
are found to be included in this present vocabulary, although not always
with the same meanings attached. I learn also that Dr. SBeidenadel,
instructor in the University of Chicago, has used to such good advan-
tage the knowledge gained by intercourse with various Igorots who have
been taken to the United States for exhibition purposes, that he has a
volume ready for prese, Emhracmg & grammar, various translations, and
a vocabulary.

The foregoing are the firet serious attempts to record and describe
.the Igoret language. So far as there iz any record, it seems to be a
fact that no white man has hitherto arrived at an intimate knowledge
of the Bontok dialect, although of course many may have learned a
smattering of words. One can only wonder at this tardiness in ap-
proaching the task of deing for these people what would tend to dignify
their language and foster their self-respect, and what has already been
done for many"of the other Malayan trihes of the Islands.

While, for an unwritten language, the Bontok dialeef iz an aston-
ishingly good and regular one, we are met on the thresheld of the task
of deseribing it by two special difficulties, namely, first, that, as in the
cage .of many Malayan tongues, the vowels are so obscure and variable
as to be particularly elusive to the Western ear. 1 believe that some of
the Malayan dialects have presented this difficulty so formidably as to
discourage altogether the attempt to represent some of the vowel sounds,
Certainly in my work of writing Bontok Igoret T have been in constant
doubt. < Two persons, listening to the same speaker, could hardly agree '

as to the best representation of a given sound; and different speakers
exhibit undoubted varieties of pronunciation. Of special fsilures and
inconsistencies arising from this I shall speak more particularly under
the head of “Introductory Notes.” A second difficulty has been the
lack of native helpers having any degree of grammatical knowledge.
Furthermore they had but slight knowledge of English and it was
almost impossible to get from them, at anv one time, a deliberate
statenent of the idiomatic equivalents. Their tendency to the mere
transference of words has heen constant, The only remedy for this has
vome through my daily intimate contact of nearly five years with the
people; but it would be remarkable if, in a work compiled under such
cireumstances, there were not many deficiencies, and the compiler does
not hope that his work is free from them.

[ desive to record here my great obligation to the following matives
of the Bontok region who have assisted me by furnishing materiale for
this volume: Antero Cabrera, Nicasio Balinag, Hilary Pitapit (Clapp},
Narcigo Carifio, James Amok, Anacleto Galo, Tainan, and Pable Lunar.

The vocabulary consistz of two parts, Igorot-English and English-
Iporot.

In the Igorot section an sttempt is made to indicate the grammatical
relationships of words, in cases where they would not be evident to a
student of the language.  The ineluded number of sentences or cxpres-
gions invelving several words a2 the equivalent of cne English word is
not great, not becaunse they do not exist but because the work is not &
phrase book, but is intended simply 85 a guide to the words most fre-
quently used in the Bontok region, from which, by experience of the
idiom, the learner may gradmally build the more indirect expressions.

The English section of the vocabulary is intended chiefly a= a roupgh
index to the Igorot part, with only general distinctions noted paren-
thetically, |

In almost every instance it will be found that the two sections of
the vocgbulary correspond. The exceptions are some evident cases of
reduplicated forms and of substantive forma incorporated in verba in
such manner a8 to be unmistakable.

II. PRONUNCIATION

The following notes are given with no thought that, simply by their
aid, with the vocabulary one could learn to pronounce the Bontok Tgorot
dialect. Rulez and systemz of phenetic representation have besn gener-
ally discredited as efficient means for the practical acquiring of Euro-
pean languages, and much more must we rely upon the training of
ear and vocal organs by actual practice if we wizsh to be understood by
these primiﬁre Orientals. = There are accents and inflections and ever-
mmmng sounds which elude writien representation.

CONJUGATIONS

While the display of the complete inflection of the verb may be
relegated to works on grammar, it must ba explained that in this book
the verbs have been classified according to their characteristic inflection
in the preeent indicative active into six conjugatione, ae follows:

Under the first conjugation will be found a large number of verbs
whose initial syllables are either en, in, or iin, these differences resulting
fram the various rounds convevel to the ear by the utterance of the
native speaker, 1o disregard these differences would be to be untrue
to the apparent facte of the language, but the result is to separate the
waords alplabetically.  This and other difficulties might be avoided by
the mwre refentific method of gathering the various forms and infloe-
tions around the aiphabetically arranged and essenfial verbal roots.

It needs to be added regarding verbs that the list of them soemes
capatle of indefinite extension. Any substantive, whether Igorot, or
Spanizl, or Engligh, i readily and soberly tramsformed, eg., into a
trangitive verk in —ek, or an introneitive one in —ak, by being given
the proper prefises and suffixes.

IV. SYLLABICATION AMT REDUPLICATION

In general, it Q¢ teue that, in the system of spelling adopted in this
voralnilary, o separate ayblable should be assigned to each vowel. The
cxception: to this occur in the case of the vowel sequences, which may
form diphthongs or combinations, and {his they may be assumed to do,
unless (in the initinl form in the Jgorot-English part) their assign-
ment to different syllables is indicated by the hyphen,

Heduplications are very frequent in the Bontok Igorot dialect, as in
all Malayan dialests. The number and variety of them seem endless, and
only very gradually, and rather by instinet than by study, is the learner
able to know and use them. This vocabulary does not profess to give
consistently these forms, althomgh some of them are recorded. The
following may serve as examples of the principle of reduplication, ex-
preseing pluralify, comparison, inlensity:
